No Peace

EDO TRIAL VERDICT

Back in May last year five people occupied
the roof of EDO's bomb factory, highlighting
the company’s role in the arms trade. They
were arrested for aggravated trespass .

Unsurprisingly the ftrial, which wasn't held in
front of a jury but just a district judge, was
oufstandingly biased. The five expressed no
surprise about being found guilty , one saying
“The judge repeatedly ruled out evidence
about the impact of EDOs activities around
the world., then turned round and in her
summing up said that evidence given to the
court linking the company to bombing of
civilians in Irag was ‘tenuous’!”

Despite the fact that EDO MBM boss Dave
Jones admitted under oath to selling parts for
the Paveway bomb to US arms dealers
Raytheon, who boast that “over half of all air-
fo ground precision guided weapons
expended in Desert Storm and Iraqgi Freedom
were Paveways” - We know from respected
medical journal the Lancet’s report that this
“full spectrum” bombing was the “primary
cause” of the more than 100,000 civilian
casualties since the invasion in 2003.

Under the International Criminal Court Act
people in the UK who are ancillary to war
crimes anywhere in the world can be tried in
British courts. Of course none of Britain’s arms
dealers have been dragged in front the courts
for their misdeeds as prosecutions require the
consent of the Attorney General (the same
one whose advice about the legality of war
can't be made public) -

However the police and the courts seem to
be extraordinarily interested in criminalising
anyone who takes a stand against these
parasites and murderers.

Nothing in any way to do with bombing - from EDO MBM ‘s
own website; they make the bit which releases the bomb
